2. AALPHI Study Update (Kate)
· 287 cases recruited, aiming for 300
· Controls: 87 currently recruited, aiming for 150 (reduced from 300 due to difficulty recruiting control cases)
· Currently recruiting 18-23 year olds
· £10 incentive for patients referring

· Medication adherence App for smartphones and mobile phones

6. Malignancy Audit  (Sophie Herbert/ Caroline Foster)
· Increased numbers of malignancies seen in YP including those fully suppressed on HAART (lymphomas, GI malignancies, HCC) but no long-term cohort data for perinatally infected YP
· Malignancy audit : 13-24year old YP
· All clinics nationally will be emailed with questionnaire
· Audit form sent by email
· Most questions are tick box
· Aim for BHIVA abstract in January 2015

7. Seroconverter Study (Caroline Foster)
· Adapted form for YP
· AALPHI nurses consenting
· Parental consent form for patients unable to consent and will not have capacity to consent in the future
· Estimated cost of £10 per form filled/ 30 minutes of CNS time
· Issues with funding of basic study

8. Transition Clinic management and follow-up
· KCH: patients transitioning to adult services retain same consultant
· Mortimer Market: try to allocate to consultant with special interest in YP but may go to pooled consultants
· SGH: patients offered to continue with same consultant (KP) when they transition
· Caroline raised the issue of difficulty tracking the progress/ long term follow up of perinatally infected YP once they transition to adult clinics- importance of outcomes such as malignancy, cervical smears, fertility etc.

9. On-going Psychology Projects (Michael Evangeli)
· Trainees psychology projects into friendships in YP with HIV ( GSTT and SGH)
· New project starting in next 2 months investigating differences between behaviourally infected and perinatally infected young people
· Perinatally infected mothers (St Mary’s, Archway and B&S)
· AALPHI subset study – Adherence
· HIV communication within the family (St Mary’s)
